NAC Chair Rhonda Hoyman opened the meeting by welcoming everyone.

Old Business

New Business
The fiscal year was discussed.  Because of our meeting schedule our fiscal year goes from 12/1 to 11/30.  A discussion followed about our billing timing.  It will be moved from August to mid September. Mail fees were discussed.  It was suggested that chapters be informed of this change so that if they have paid members they could turn them in before billing goes out and then those members wouldn’t be billed.
A question was asked about the due date for awards.  Anna explained that 2 awards, the Randall Peacock Lifetime Achievement Award and the Raymond Christensen Distinguished Service award had a due date of June 1st and the other awards were October 1st.  The reason for the difference is that the board meets in June and those two awards are voted on by the board.  The others are chapter awards, (certificates) so as much time isn’t needed to process and make them.

The discussion then turned to how we can increase memberships.  It was suggested that we induct school directors into ILS.  This would help promote our organization in local schools.  Tony Mileca suggested a brochure.  We already have one but Lynne Cox suggested that it needed to be updated and jazzed up a little.  Lynne also suggested that we need to get on Facebook and or Twitter to help recruit.  She suggested that it would be easier to get the buzz out that way.  As we are a 501(3)b non-profit, it wouldn’t cost us anything.  Lynne offered to set up a Facebook page and would look at updating the brochure.  

Nu chapter reported that they were looking at adding professional memberships to their Masters degree program.  These students would become ILS members.
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Bob Kimbrell asked about initiations and new members.  He said that some of them wanted to join but couldn’t attend the initiation.  A discussion followed about the importance of the ceremony.  Lynne Cox suggested having more than one initiation a year so that they could select one that they could attend.

Tony Mileca moved to recommend that Mickey Kosloski be accepted as the new board member from Alpha Rho Chapter.  Lynn Cox seconded.  Jerry Risinger called for the question.  Motion passed.
